	EYFS
This term we will spend the first week learning all about how to keep safe and healthy.

After the first week, we will begin to learn all about…ANIMALS! This is a lovely topic as we learn about domesticated animals and pets, exotic animals, farm animals and creatures that live under the sea!
This learning pack will cover the first two weeks of Summer Term 2.
	- Numbers to 100

Use the 100 square provided. Blindfold yourself then place a counter on a random number – no peeking! Do you know what the number is? Write it down! Then perform that many exercise moves e.g. 10 star jumps, 50 bottom kickers, 37 star jumps!

- Use the 100 square to practise counting up in 10s

- Practise counting up to 100

Take it in turns to say one number each with different members of your family – can you make it all the way to 100 without making a mistake? If so, try backwards!

- Play shops

Label some items around the house (e.g. banana, toys, cake) and use real coins to make the correct amount!
- Use dice
Roll the dice to create addition and subtraction number sentences 
- Continue with learning steps
Practise the ones you have already learnt!

	- Read Dandelion Launcher books and note in reading records
You could help your child to write a sentence about their book!

- Share non-fiction books and model using the contents and index page – find out interesting facts and information

You could help your child to write an interesting fact!

- Continue to practise key words and cloud writing

- Complete the jolly phonics worksheets, learn the action and practise the formation

Use phonicsplay.co.uk to practise the digraphs we have sent home!
- Share the story of the Little Red Hen

There are some lovely videos on YouTube of this key story!

- Sequence the story using the pictures provided

	- Practise letter formation
Use letter formation sheets
- Practise writing words with the phonemes and digraphs we have learnt

Your child’s sound books will help with this!

- Practise writing super sentences

Don’t forget a capital letter, finger spaces and a full stop!

- Learn about how to keep safe and healthy

Write a list about how to keep fit!

​- Choose some healthy foods then clap their syllables

How many syllables? E.g. broccoli is broc-o-li (3!) banana is ban-an-a (3!) apple is app-le (2!)
- Think about something that makes you happy

Write it down and draw a picture!
- Write a fact file about your pets, or you favourite animal (if you don’t have any pets!)

Use the template to add your information. Try sounding out the words by yourself!

- Write a story for the pictures you have sequenced about the Little Red Hen
	- Learn the song If You’re Happy and You Know It (BBC radio for schools)
Being happy helps to keep you healthy! Learn actions, perform it and upload it to Tapestry!

- Create a healthy lunchbox using the template provided
