	Session 1


	LQ: Can I research Spanish traditions? 
	Walk in to the classroom with a red blanket and a rose in my mouth. What job do they think I do? (Matador)

Allow the children to hot seat me; - questioning will reveal what they already know! Q: what is bullfighting?  - gather existing knowledge

watch a world class matador in action –Pause at key moments –

Toro – meaning bull 

Why is the bull so angry when it arrives in the arena? 
Identify the matador. Why is the audience throwing roses?
INTRODUCE the San- Fermin Festival. Show Pamplona on the map of Spain. Describe the 3 stages in the bullfight (run, taunting and fight).

Watch a couple of videos, showing the bull run and matador fight and discuss.
	Choose chdn to be picadors, matadors, bulls, runners etc.  In whatever large area is available (hall or playground) re-enact the running of the bulls and their arrival in the ring.

The matadors can then ‘fight’ the bulls with capes etc.
  Narrate each stage of the bullfight. (Freeze frame and invite questions and explain events.) TAKE PHOTOS FOR BOOKS
Explain that bullfighting runs deep within Spanish culture into dance and art etc… introduce the bullfighting dance! Watch a video of a couple doing the Paso well. Can the children see any similarities with the bullfight we just watched? Who is the bull? Who is the matador?
Hold a bullfighting debate in the classroom. (Barcelona ban v cultural debate).

Ask each pair to present their findings to the class and Express their opinions.


	Hold a secret vote to decide whether our class believes that bullfighting should be banned or not.

	Session  2


	Can I locate Spain on a map? 
	Show a map of the world on the whiteboard; http://www.oxfam.org.uk/education/resources/mapping_our_world/mapping_our_world/l/lesson1/index.htm
Locate the UK and Spain on the world map. Spain is part of the Iberian peninsula. Which country is its neighbour? Take a closer look at Europe. Which major water bodies surround Spain? Which country is Spain’s northern neighbour?

What do we know already? 

Children to fill in a KWL grid to show what we already know and what we want to find out. Look at the PowerPoint together as a class and establish some basic knowledge about the country as a whole.
Show the map of Spain, that shows the 17 autonomous communities (PowerPoint week 2). Explain that the country is split into  very different regions, (that are almost ‘states’) Give examples of the differences eg: Catalan and basque region.
 Children are to (in talk partners) Investigate a region of Spain using maps & the internet.

Regions to be investigated as follows:
Catalonia, Andalusia, Castille la manche, Aragon, Navarre, Castille&Léon, Madrid, Valencia, Basque, Galicia, Murcia, 
Create a PowerPoint to share and teach our key findings to the class. 
What is the temperature like in each of these places? What type of climate is it?  


	How can we tell when a label is for a country or town or major city? Establish the country labels!

Each child to be given a blank map of Europe. The task is to label countries (NEATLY) 

Q (on board) which countries share a border with Spain? Q: can you add the Spanish Islands? HA – Map has no labels (only flags – find the flag and label the country) 

MA – Label the countries of Europe (from the atlas) 

LA_ only a small section of Europe (surrounding Spain) and a similar size to copy from.
	share findings and present powerpoint to the class.
Have large map of spain on display board to add to each lesson?

	Can I identify the human and physical features of Spain?
	Look at the physical map of Spain. What is the capital city of Spain? Can the children find any other towns or cities? What are the names of the three Balearic Islands? Now look at the altitude key. Can the children find any mountain ranges (e.g. Pyrenees and Sierra Nevada)? Can they find any rivers (e.g. River Tagus)?

To recap, ask the children to tell each other two physical and two human features of Spain 


	Children label human and physical features on a map of Spain.

LA/MA: Children have boxes with coloured borders. These tell them whether each labels is a mountain range, water body, country or another label.

UA: Children have plain boxes and have to work out where the labels go independently.

Extension:

Children write out or fill in the cloze procedure sentences using names from the word bank or map.


	Can the children find Spain’s highest mountain? It is actually Monte Teide in Tenerife in the Canary Islands. Explain that the Canary Islands are a part of Spain but are located off the north-west coast of Africa (see last slide).

	Can I research famous Spanish landmarks? 
	What do we mean by capital city? What is special about a capital city (government/royalty etc)  

Discuss London for a while, what landmarks can we think of? Who lives in London. DO we think that Madrid will have similar sights and places to visit and see?
Locate Spain on Google maps. Find Madrid and then zoom in and explore it at ground level on street map. Highlight and look at some of the different sights from Madrid.
	In talk partners we are going to go off and explore different sights and landmarks in Spain. 

Children to research and explore different landmarks in Madrid (differentiated according to ability)

Palacio real, cáthedra de la Almudena, puerta del sol. Plaza de Toros, Puerta de Alcalá, Palacio de cristal, Templo de debod, Edificio Metrópolis, Parque del Retiro, Santiago Bernabeu Studium, torre espacio, Madrid- Barajas Air Port terminal 4.
Create a classroom display and each group to present and answer questions about their poster
	Add location of sites to the class map.

	Session 4


	Can I explain the importance of football to Spain?
	Recap on the work that we did in the last session, ask the group who research the Santiago Bern beau stadium to come up and find it on Google maps. Discuss its size and position. (Own metro station etc...) 
 It is huge. What impact do we think that the stadium has on the people who live in Madrid? How important must football be to them? – Stress that it is now the national sport of Spain (overtaken bullfighting)

Share knowledge of Spanish football, what do the chdn know? Barca?  Ronaldo?  Kaka?   Etc...(real Madrid website for squad) – mind map on the board.

	Chdn to research players in pairs, using ICT – real Madrid website etc…

Two tasks;

Make a poster (using ICT) to show what they have learned about the player.
Chdn to create  a top trumps card

	Session 5 
	Can I make links between my life and daily life in Spain?
	
Time to think about the daily lives of people in Spain. Read together info about daily life of Paz: https://www.funkidslive.com/learn/where-in-the-world-spain/daily-life-spain/# Discuss: does her life sound similar or different to yours? Where does she live? 

Look at picture of Paz standing on balcony. She obviously lives high up in block of flats. Can chn locate city where she lives? 

Locate Valencia on map of Spain? Can chn describe its location using geog vocab? e.g. eastern coast bordering the Mediterranean sea.
	LA/MA Information from website shared as a class. Read through together. How can we use info we have read to imagine Paz’s daily life? E.g.Paz might play football after school. Her mum or dad might make her paella for lunch.She might go and see a fiesta at the weekend. Chn work in pairs to fill in daily life record for Paz 
HA Talk partners to have https://www.reachtheworld.org/stephanies-journey-spain/kids-lives/day-life-kid-madrid sheets. Chn read through sheet & compare similarities and differences between school for them and school in Spain.

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	Session 6

	LQ: Can I research Spanish festivals?
	It’s time for a fiesta! Spain is the country of festivals (fiestas in Spanish). There are thousands of fiestas in Spain, almost one for every day of the year! They are very colourful & reflect the cultural diversity of Spain, fiestas in north & south regions having a very different feel.
 Many of the fiestas have their origin in religious feasts but some are based on historical events. Have a look at some photos of fiestas on BBC website 
Display calendar of fiestas Explain these are just examples of some of the more famous ones. Locate fiestas on a map of Spain. Explore websites to find out about them. Focus on fiestas highlighted in yellow. Explain chn are going to work in groups to carry out some research on these carnivals, including their main features (what happens) and their origins (how did they start?).
	· Look at  the calendar of Spanish festivals. Discuss the variety and number of them. Can we think of any that happen in the UK (Halloween, notting hill carnival, cheese rolling etc..) 
· Share some photos of Spanish festivals (La tomatina, San Fermin etc) 

· Children to work in small groups to research fiestas (4 groups across class)

· Children to share information about their festival with the class. 

	Create a festival day to invite parents to- share our learning.

	Session 7
	LQ: Can I reflect on Spanish  foods? 
	Food is a very important part of Spanish culture and there is an abundant source of fresh ingredients, such as olives, garlic, hams, cheeses, etc. 
There are many different regional dishes. Explore interactive food map on http://www.red2000.com/spain/g-map.html. Discuss connection between food and location. E.g. Why is Valencia’s climate good for growing oranges (hot and dry)? Where might you find lots of fish dishes (coastal regions)?  
Discuss Spanish food and the geographical links behind dishes (Paella – Valencia – coastal region for fish etc) 

Could also touch on the  history of Spanish food (moors) 


	Allow chn to sample Spanish food. Have small dishes for them to taste. Allow chn time to taste, sample and discuss preferences. Encourage chn to express preferences in Spanish: ¿le gusta? (do you like?), me gusta (I like) or no me gusta (I don’t like).

· Express preferences. Compare and contrast Spanish/UK food
