DID YOU KNOW?

Due to the children returning to school parents/carers in the same household now have access to regular rapid
lateral flow testing. This will help you identify if you have coronavirus and are showing no symptoms and help prevent
the spread of the virus. Primary school pupils will not be asked to test at this time. If you follow the link below, you
can find your nearest site from which to collect your tests. You will be provided with two boxes (14 tests) so you can

test twice a week. Alternatively you can get the tests delivered.
